Energy and Water Saving Measures to Be Adopted

(To be adapted or extended to suit each project)

If possible, appoint an Energy Champion who will be responsible for some, or all of the following:
· Switch off lights when they are not needed – not just at the end of the day.
· Switch off computer monitors instead of using screensavers, or switch to standby mode.
· Switch off other equipment and machinery when not in use.
· Only print e-mails and attachments when absolutely necessary.
· Use low energy light bulbs and/ or light sensors/ PIR lighting wherever possible.
· Turn off/ turn down heaters where possible and/ or install timers.
· Only heat as much water as is needed.
· Include the use of motion sensitive or push taps.
· Use hippo bags in toilet cisterns.
· Do not leave mobile phones, battery tools, etc. on charge unnecessarily. Turn off chargers when not in use.
· Purchase fridges, dishwashers etc. with an ‘Energy Saving Recommended’ logo on them.
· Do not use motor vehicles for short journeys. Perhaps look to introduce a cycle scheme.
· Plan vehicle journeys to minimise mileage and fuel usage and monitor distance travelled.
· Use a waste management plan to minimise or eliminate packaging waste.
· Display energy saving signage to raise awareness, (e.g. turn off signs near light switches).
· Install door closers where practical.
· Collect rainwater in water butts and use for damping down etc.
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
